* Dogs must be leashed or confined when not
being trained or used for hunting. A hunting
permit is required to train dogs in pursuit of
wildlife.

* Nuts, berries, fruits, mushrooms and wild
greens may be taken for personal use.

* No target shooting is allowed.

* No fireworks.

Fishing and Boating
Special regulations apply to the Mississippi River.

* Consult the “Summary of Missouri Fishing
Regulations” or visit our website for more
information.

* Salvage seining of non-game fish for personal
use is permitted only with written authorization.
* 'There are no Conservation Department
restrictions on boats and motors used on the
waters of the Mississippi River.

Hunting and Trapping
Area is open to hunting under statewide regulations
with the following exceptions:

* Deer and turkey regulations are subject to annual
changes. Please refer to the Spring Turkey or Fall
Deer and Turkey booklets for current regulations.

* Portable tree stands may be placed or used

and only between Sept. 1 and Jan. 31. Stands

must be identified with the name and address

or conservation number of the user and must be
removed from the area by Feb. 1. Use of screw-in
steps or other materials that would damage the tree
is prohibited.

* Waterfowl hunting on the Upper Mississippi
Conservation Area is by one of two designations:
Open or Restricted. Cottonwood, Poage, Orton,
and Fabius Islands are designated as open sites.
Decoys and portable blinds are permitted but
must be removed from the area daily. Blinds may
be constructed on site, but only from willows and
non-woody vegetation.

* Trapping of furbearers allowed only with special
use permit. Visit our website for more information.
* Trail and game cameras are prohibited.

The Upper Mississippi Conservation Area stretches
from Mel Price lock and dam at Alton, Illinois to
LaGrange, Missouri. It is composed of 87 tracts of
federal lands totaling over 11,000 acres.
